Blood and Thunder



For a successful electrostatic discharge
two preconditions are necessary.
There must be sufficiently high electric potential
between two charged regions of opposite polarity.
The atmosphere between the charged regions
must be of high resistance,
preventing free equalisation,
and be without obstruction.


For the amount of rain in Ireland we have surprisingly little lightning;
so, when we experience it, it is worth remembering
it will rarely strike the same place twice,
the thunder will tend to last longer than the flash,
those standing close by may be temporarily blinded,
[bookmark: _GoBack]and one’s hair will always tend to stand a little on end.
